
BORWICK CONDEMNS SPIRALLING COSTS OF LIVINGSTONE SPIN MACHINE

Conservative mayoral contender Victoria Borwick has accused Ken Livingstone of wasting taxpayers’ money on his ever-growing propaganda empire.

Mrs. Borwick highlighted a new independent report showing that last year the Mayor spent £1.3 million on his publicity staff charged with selling his destructive proposals to Londoners.

A further £2.4 million was spent on advertising, making a total propaganda budget of £3.7 million, according to the report from auditors Deloitte.

Mrs. Borwick said: “Ken Livingstone is London’s big spender. And he is never happier than when he is wasting taxpayer’s money on promoting himself and his crazy schemes, such as charging families £25 a day to drive their cars in west and central London.

“Since he has been in power, the mayoral element of the council tax for an average Band D house has more than doubled from £123 to £289.

“Staffing at City Hall is 673 in a building designed for 450. It should be cut back to no more than 500, as GLA Conservatives have proposed.

“Livingstone’s self-indulgence and extravagance are hitting Londoners hard and must be stopped.”
